Tradeshows

It is common in business to exhibit at tradeshows in order to expose your product or service to potential buyers. Tradeshows can be daunting and expensive so knowing what questions to ask the perspective venue holders can offer great reward.

Please find below a list of main questions to ask before booking a stand at a tradeshow event:

1. What is the difference between ‘space only’ and ‘shell scheme’ stands?

2. Can I choose where my stand will be?

3. What is the height of the stand?

4. What are the dimensions of the floor and walling?

5. What type of walls, are used on the stands?

6. Can I change the walls?
7. Does the space only stand include a carpet?

8. What are the carpet colours?

9. How many spotlights do I have on my stand?

10. When can I set up my stand?

11. How many walls do I get with a shell scheme?

12. When will my shell scheme be ready?

13. Can I put things on the wall? What can I use to stick them on the wall with and do I have to take them down afterwards?

14. Access to electricity/gas/water/telephone lines/Internet?

15. When can the stand be dismantled?

16. How many car park passes do I receive?

17. Is there overnight parking available?

18. How many stand executive/exhibitor name badges do I receive?

19. Where/when do I receive my exhibitor badges?
20. Are there restaurant/cafe facilities at the venue?

Other questions which may also be useful depending on the product or service being exhibited;
1. Is there an overnight security facility?

2. Can I store items in your venue while exhibiting in the tradeshow?

3. Can I get my product delivered to my stand?

4. Do I have to be at the venue to receive a delivery?

5. If I’m not at the venue what happens to my delivery?

6. What is the full address of the venue for delivery?

7. Are there any restrictions regarding the use of construction materials?

8. How do I order a forklift?

9. What is rigging?

10. Can I get a list of visitors or buyers who attended the exhibition?
